-understand that historical events influence contemporary events
-understand the influence of individuals and groups from various cultures on various societies

-reading comprehension of literary text/theme and genre


	Focus/Connections/Essential Learnings:

-the impact of colonialism on a country/people
-what does the Caribbean look like today in post-colonial society



	Materials Needed:

-cultural food (fried plantains)
-various pictures of poverty/working conditions
-laptop with video clip and/or piece of music (Bob Marley)

-packet of handouts (picture sentence/notes, music boggle sheet, music lyric excerpt, language glossary, poem/short story)

-historical background powerpoint

-name tag stickers

-“bags of money” (possibly construction paper)



	Activities:

Intro: powerpoint with geography, history of colonialism, show video clip from movie with short discussion; short poverty simulation
Stations:

A- Oppression, Government Corruption, Cultural Food

-music boggle with Bob Marley song about oppression (write down significant words or phrases)

-dissection of excerpt of lyrics

-cultural food (fried plantains)

B- Poverty, Working Conditions

-view multiple pictures and have students write notes/a sentence about what they see

-discussion about what the kids think and give information about poverty and working conditions in the Caribbean (compare to U.S.)

C- Post-Colonial Identity

-what is an identity?

-dissection and discussion of poem or short story
